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Update November 19, 2004. I just discovered that this document is “corrupted”. Applying the procedure described at the MVP site to “uncorrupt” a Word file makes the problem go away. Yay.

Word vs. PDF. There is a bug in Microsoft Word (all Macintosh versions tested, including Word X and Word 2004) that makes certain documents tricky to print to PDF, e.g. WordMultiplePrintBug.doc. For unknown reasons, Word prints this document in two parts. If you ask Word to create a PDF of the whole document (by printing to Adobe PDF or by clicking Save as PDF in the Print Dialog box), Word treats the two parts as separate documents, and creates a PDF for page 1, and another PDF for the rest, page 2. This wouldn't be so bad except that the Adobe PDF “printer” saves both files with the same name, so the second one silently replaces the first. The consequence is that it may seem impossible to get a PDF of the first page. However, it's easy to work around the bug. Simply create two separate PDF files, one at a time, with different names. First create paper1.pdf with just page 1. Then create paper2.pdf with the rest of the manuscript. Save as PDF is somewhat better behaved and automatically saves the two files with different names. In either case, you should then open one of the two files in Acrobat, insert the other (Document:Pages:Insert), and save the assembled document.
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
