The inline images (JPEG mouths) in the following sentence are fine in Word X, but are blanked out in Word 2004:

“Thus, we selected three mouths from different faces: smile [image: image1.bmp], neutral [image: image2.bmp], and frown [image: image3.bmp].”

The following figure prints fine in Word X, but prints all yellow (highlighted) in Word 2004:
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The following figure is fine in Word X, but blurry and lacking the inset photos in Word 2004. It makes no difference whether the Word doc file is created by importing (Insert:Picture:From file) the PICT image (produced by Kaleidagraph) into Word X or 2004. The resulting file is well rendered by Word X and poorly rendered by Word 2004:

Here follow illustrations of two problems in the rendering of images by Word 2004:

1) The digital microscopy images print much darker (unacceptably so) out of Word 2004/10.3 than Word X/10.3.  This problem can be "fixed" by turning them into Word drawings by double clicking on them, but that's not a good solution; it's a temporary work-around.  :-)

2) The bar graph (produced by Kaleidagraph) has a striping in the blue bar that is visible on-screen in Word X, but not in Word 2004.  It prints pretty much how it looks on screen.  In a color world, the colored solid may be more attractive, but you have to be able to use fill patterns for those parts of the world that are still black and white.
